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When to Prune

The best time to prune is the early spring before the new growth starts. Prune in the fall 
only when necessary to prevent winter damage.  Prune out dead or diseased canes upon 
discovery.

How to Prune

1.Trim twiggy top growth by about a third so you can see the structure of your plant.

2.Take out dead wood, canes that cross the center of the bush, and any shoots (suckers) 
growing below the bud union.

3.Shape the plant by removing some canes. You are safe to cut back to 5-10 canes.

4.Cut ¼” above dormant bud eyes that face the outside of the bush. New growth will 
come from these eyes.
